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AP Art History

elcome to AP Art History! Scared yet? You shouldn’t be! This is going to be a lot of fun as we

explore a multitude of ideas expressed through the visual arts. There are various media from

which expression can be employed and we will study these various forms across space
(cultures) and across time (history).

Course Description

Why AP Art History? Upon completion of the course, and a passing grade on the AP Exam, you can
obtain college credit for your studies. More importantly, you express to a potential university that you
are an applicant who is college-ready as this course is taught at the college level.

What does this mean? An AP course requires a greater amount of reading and depth of focus whichis
typically found in college level courses. An AP curriculum demands higher-order thinking skills within a
rigorous academic context. Students are required not to merely regurgitate facts butinstead analyze the
evidence in order to evaluate the works of art for themselves. This also means that you are free to
express your opinion! Art is subjective and as such, you should not focus on being right or wrong but
instead on how well you can express your ideas.

This course is designed to prepare students to take the AP Art History Exam. It is my added goal to give
you the tools to succeed on the exam —not just pass. | expect all of my students to be successful on the
exam which means you are also expected to be an inde pendent and intrinsically motivated learner that
sets high goals.

What is the scope of this course? The first semester will journey from the dawn of the Paleolithic era
through the 14™ Century. The second semester will progress from the 15" Century up through
Contemporary Art. While we are primarily focused on the developmentsin the art of Western culture,
we are also going to compare these developments to the artistic developments in other parts of the
world at the same time in history. This will be your foundation for the course and the key to your
success on the AP exam. You will be trained to analyze the visual media as a historianin order to create
a more exact and objective viewpoint on given works of art.
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In fact, there are seven basic objectivesfor this course:

1. Emphasis will be placed on visual literacy and the ability to apply art historical methods so that
students understand how images encode social ideologies

2. Students will leam to suspend judgment when looking at art, becoming mindful of their own
biases, and learn how to gatherevidence before forming their opinions

3. Students will leam a canon of Westernimages and be able toidentify and understand the basic
problems and flux of the canon

4. Students will be encouraged to not only apprecate works of art from other cultures but to be
able understand them based on aesthetic criteria established by those cultures

5. Students will recognize the interdisciplinary nature of the field of art history through the
emphasis of developing a clear picture of sodal context

6. Students will leam how art allows for expression of a wide range of human experiences and
ideas

7. Students will cultivate an appredation of art by connectingintellectually and emotionally to the
spedific aesthetic experiences

Students are also strongly encouraged to acquire review literature in preparation of the AP exam.
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Course Assessment and AP Exam Format

The course’s altemate objective, aside from the previous ones stated, is to prepare students for success
on the AP Art History Exam. As such, the way a student’s grade will be assessed will closely simulate the
format of the exam. This will provide students with an opportunity for practice not only using the
content of the course, but also to practice for the exam.

Grading
The grading of the AP Exam is as follows:

e 5 Extremely well qualified
e 4 Well qualified

e 3 Qualified

e 2 Possibly qualified

e 1 Norecommendation

AP Exam grades of 5 are equivalent to A grades in the corresponding college course.
AP Exam grades of 4 are equivalent to grades of A—, B+, and B in college. AP Exam
grades of 3 are equivalent to grades of B—, C+, and C in college.

We use the standard grading scale but we modify it a bit to reflect the scoring of the AP format:

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What items will compose the assessments? In order to prepare students for the AP Exam, the
assessmentsin class will not only simulate the scoring of the AP Exam, but will also mimic the format of
the exam as well.

The AP Exam is comprised of two sections to be taken over a total of 3 hours:

e Section I: Multiple Choice (115 questions, 60 minutes total, 40% of AP Exam final grade)
o Part A: 4 sets of questions (4 minutes each) for 16 minutes total
o Part B: 84+/- questions for 44 minutes total
e Section Il: Essay writing (9 essays, 120 minutes total, 60% of AP exam final grade)
o Questions 1and 2: long essays composed in 30 minutes each (for 25% of AP exam)
o Questions 3-9: short essays composed in 60 minutes total about 8 minutes each (for
35% of AP exam)
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Grading for the course will be based on the following weights:

Tests and Quizzes

Tests and quizzes will cover material from the textbook, supplemental readings, discussions, and
lectures. The design of each test will be multiple-choice with/withoutimages and short answers
based on images. Tests measure not only how well a student can answer basic factual information
but also one’s ability to understand the concept. ITIS IMPERATIVE TO BE PRESENT ON EXAM DAYS
TO VIEW THE IMAGES. Short quizzes are randomly given to measure each student’'s comprehension
of the reading (usually within a given chapter). See Course Planner for dates pertaining to tests.

Essays/Critiques
An integral part of the course is writing about art. Essays will consist of themes in art history (e.g.,
women, love, violence, nature) as well as formal and contextual analyses. Students will learn to
simultaneously analyze and describe artwork. These will be given regularly after progressing through
a few chapters of reading at a time.

Homework/Projects

Homework will include creating flashcards for both vocabulary words and majorworks of art from
every chapter as well as graphic organizers of major works of art from every chapter.

Students will also be giving a presentation to the class on artwork from beyond the European
tradition. Students will be placedinto groups and work collaboratively to teach the class about a
chosen culture. See Course Planner —you will be given a specific timeline prior to the project.
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Flashcards

This year we are going to move away from the traditional flash cards to a more “green” solution that will
allow students to collaborate more and focus more on reviewing than on creating flash cards. We are
going to use Ediscio.com to achieve this.

Ediscio allows our class to create flashcards for the entire group. There is a log that documents when
students log in and what they are studying —this will be the basis for your grade with regards to
flashcards. You will be required tolog in a minimum of hours and also to create a minimum amount of
cards to make your contribution to the class’ learning. We will review this processin more detail as time
permits in class. Due dates for each chapter will be announced.

Classroom Expectations

1. No Talking/Disruptive Behavior — Excessive talking and disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.

2. Late Work —Late work is NOT accepted.

3. Absences —All readings, exams, papers & homework assignments are listed on the calendar.
Regardless of absences just prior to an exam, you will be expected to take the exam and keep up
with assignments.

4. Food & Drink —Drinks are allowed only if they have a cap; food is not permitted. Food indudes
candy and gum.

5. Tardies —You are expected to be inyour seat when the bell rings. If you are late to dass, you will
receive a tardy. Three tardies = detention. It is crucial that you are on time.

6. Cell Phones, iPods, PSPs, etc — The School Board of Broward County’s policy is that personal
electronic devices are to remain turned off and out of sight during class. If | see or hear one of these
devices, it will be confiscated.
